Start Date: Saturday, August 6, 2011 at approximately 4:34 p.m. 

 

Location: North Side of Diamond Valley Subdivision 7 miles north of St. George, Utah 

 

Jurisdiction: Bureau of Land Management and Private Lands 

 

Fire Size: Estimated at 100 Acres 

 

Cause: Unknown – Under investigation 

 

Closure Information:  Goat Springs Road, Gubler Road and Blake Road will be closed overnight.  Topaz Road 

within the Diamond Valley Subdivision has been reopened.                   

 

Evacuations: No evacuations are in place.  Residents earlier evacuated from the north end of Topaz Road are 

returning to their homes.        

 

Structures Threatened: Threat to structures is currently being abated  

 

Contained:  40% 

 

Fuels:  Cheatgrass and other vegetation 

 

Fire Crews/Resources: Resources will remain on scene to monitor the fire and a 21 person hand crew will be 

conducting mop up efforts on 8-7-11.  Resources and staff fighting the fire include Bureau of Land Management 

(BLM)-Color Country Districts, National Park Service, US Forest Service, and State of Utah Division of Forestry, 

Fire, and State Lands.       

 

Other: The public is encouraged to please remain out of the general area of the fire for their safety as well as the 

safety of emergency personnel.
