As precaution, recreationists are being evacuated from the American Fork 

Canyon area. 

 

It is currently burning mid-slope, in an easterly direction and heading up 

toward Mahogany Mountain ridgetop.   

 

State and federal resources were called to assist with this fire which is being 

managed for full suppression. Retardant planes have been ordered for this 

fire.
