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RED LEDGES FIRE UPDATE  

 

Spanish Fork, Utah, August 24, 2012 – The Red Ledges fire was reported at 1:00 pm Sunday the 19 of 

August and has burned approximately 1860 acres. The fire is now100% contained. A local Type 3 Team has 

been managing the fire. The fire is located in steep, rugged and hazardous terrain burning in Pinyon pine, 

Juniper and Gamble Oak.  The cause of the fire is human caused.  

Good progress was made yesterday and crews will begin the demob process today. Remaining crews today 

will continue to secure containment lines and mop up. The fire will be turned over to the local Spanish Fork 

Ranger District Saturday, August 25, 2012 at 7am. One engine and helicopter will remain to mop up and 

patrol the fire for the next few days. 

All closures will be lifted 1200 p.m. Saturday, August 25, 2012 which includes the following: the road from 

Diamond Fork into Wanrhodes Basin, the road from Springville crossing and then west down Diamond Fork 

Canyon road to the Diamond Fork campground, and the Diamond Fork campground. All areas will be open.
