Summary: The Taylor Mountain Road Fire located 10 miles north of Vernal, Utah, ignited on Saturday, July 5,
2014 and is currently under investigation. As of Sunday, July 6 at 0700, fire suppression operations are being
managed by a Type 3 Incident Management Team. Today, fire crews will work to further secure the perimeter
closest to homes and establish a containment line along the remaining fire perimeter. To date, the fire has burnt
3,569 acres and is 0% contained. All evacuations have been lifted. Highway 191, Steinaker Reservoir, and Taylor
Mountain Road are now open to thru traffic only. As firefighters continue to make progress, fire officials request the
public’s assistance in keeping the area clear for fire crews to work and use extra caution with the increased fire
traffic in these areas. Public and firefighter safety is the first priority.
