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West Desert BLM Implements Fire Restrictions

West Valley City, Utah — Increasing fire danger and recent wildfires have prompted BLM West
Desert District officials to implement fire restrictions beginning June 20 on BLM-managed lands
in Tooele, Utah, Salt Lake, Rich and Box Elder counties. At lower elevations, annual grass has
cured and sagebrush has reached critical burning conditions.

The fire prevention order prohibits using steel, tracer or incendiary ammunition, sky lanterns or
similar devices, and operating off-road vehicles without a spark arrestor. A key provision of this
order also extends to fireworks and exploding targets, which should be left at home when visiting
public lands. The restriction on steel ammunition will be in effect through September 30. All
other restrictions will remain in effect until rescinded. For more details, please refer to the order
posted on Utahfireinfo.gov or contact the West Desert District. The order will be posted on signs
in the five counties affected where BLM lands are accessed.

“These restrictions are limited to activities that easily start wildfires in dry grass and brush but do
not include campfires at this time,” said Justin Kincaid, Fire Management Officer. Kincaid
urged outdoor enthusiasts to use caution and be prepared with any activity in the West Desert
during the dry summer months. Best practices include bringing water, a shovel and a fire
extinguisher.
